TRIP SUITABILITY

This trip is graded Activity Level 2, 3 and 4.

Typically, easier walks are up to a maximum of 7 miles (11km), up to a maximum of 9 miles (14'2km), while
harder walks can be up to a maximum of 12 miles (19km).

ITINERARY

Day 1: Arrival Day

You're welcome to check in from 4pm onwards.

Enjoy a complimentary Afternoon Tea on arrival.
Day 2: Through Ribblesdale To Settle

Option 1 - Ribblesdale

Distance: 7 miles (11.5km)

Ascent: 800 feet (240m)

In Summary: Explore the atftractive village of Langcliffe before heading north to Catrigg Force and

the village of Stainforth. We shall visit the Hoffman lime kiln and follow the River Ribble past Stainforth Force to

Settle.

Highlight: Settle is a picturesque market town, first chartered in 1249 and famous for the Settle-Carlisle railway.

Option 2 - Above Settle
Distance: 9 miles (14km)

Total ascent: 1,200 feet (380m)



In Summary: Starting from Settle we take the Ribble Way to Stainforth Force Waterfalls. An ascent on the
eastern side of the valley takes us to the Jubilee and Victoria Caves before our descent back to Settle.

Highlight: The inner chamber of Victoria cave was discovered in 1837. the year of Victoria's coronation. Take a
torch to explore the first easy section.

Option 3 - Ribblesdale Circuit
Distance: 1172 miles (19km)
Total ascent: 2,000 feet (600m)

In Summary: A longer circuit of Ribblesdale from Seftle. We first explore the west side of the valley as we cross
the hills to the hamlet of Feizor. We return via the Hoffman lime kilns and Catrigg Force.

Highlight: Enjoy views of Ingleborough as we explore this quintessential Dales' landscape.

Day 3: Otterburn

Option 1 - Ofterburn Beck
Distance: 7 miles (11.5km)
Ascent: 500 feet (160m)

In summary: Our walk takes us across fields to Kirk Syke and along lanes to the small village of Otterburn, before
returning via Bell Busk to Newfield Hall.

Highlight: Discover the hidden history of Otterburn, which was mentioned in the Domesday Book. The village
fook its name from the beck, “the stream of the ofter”, which runs through the middle of the village.

Option 2 - Otterburn And Wenningber

Distance: 9.5 miles (15.5km)

Ascent: 800 feet (240m)

In Summary: After crossing the fields to Kirk Syke, this walk heads north along the old Green Lane of Kirk Syke
Lane before visiting Otterburn. Another Green lane takes us on a loop round Wenningber Hill, before before

returning to Newfield Hall via Kendal Hill.

Highlight: The history of Otterburn and the ‘perfect green drumlin’ of Wenningber Hill.

Option 3 - Orms Gill And Hellifield Moor

Distance: 11.5 miles (18km)

Ascent: 1000 feet (300m)

In Summary: This walk ventures west over undulating fields and lanes to the deserted farmhouse and lime kiln
at Orms Gill before continuing across open fields to reach Hellifield Moor. After an opportunity to detour round

Wenninger Hill, we pass through Otterburn and over Kendal Hill to Bell Busk.

Highlight: Enjoy the franquillity of rarely walked paths and the HF Pathways Plantation at Orms Gill Quarry.



Day 4: Malham Cove

Option 1 - Around Malham
Distance: 7 miles (11.5km)
Ascent: 1,000 feet (320m)

In Summary: We ascend gradually up to Malham Tarn and return to Malham via the impressive Gordale Scar
and beautiful Janet's Foss waterfall.

Highlight: The huge natural ampitheatre of Malham Cove is always an impressive sight.

Option 2 - Gordale And Malham Cove

Distance: 9 miles (14.5km)

Ascent: 1,600 feet (480m)

In Summary: A classic walk from Malham that leads to the beautiful sights of Janet’s Foss and magnificent
Gordale Scar before heading north over moorland, past the top of Malham Cove, to reach Malham Tarn. The
return route provides stunning views of limestone countryside before descending by a green lane to reach the

bottom of Malham Cove.

Highlight: The pretty woodland waterfall of Janet's Foss, the collapsed cave system of Gordale Scar from the
last lce Age, and the serene Malham Tarn, that is surrounded by pervious limestone.

Option 3 - Moor Above Malham

Distance: 10 miles (16km)

Ascent: 1,850 feet (560m)

In summary: Walk via Janet's Foss waterfall to view Gordale Scar before heading onto the moor. We walk as
far as the shores of Malham Tarn before descending via the famous Cove and complete our circular walk in

Malham village.

Highlight: Step onfo limestone pavement atop Malham Cove and soak up panoramic views ahead over
Malhamdale.

Day 5: Departure Day

Enjoy a leisurely breakfast before making your way home.

Newfield Hall

Situated close to Malham in southern Yorkshire's portion of the famous Dales, Newfield Hall offers country-pile
atmosphere amid beautiful rural surroundings. A grand country house, this stately, storied property retains
many of its original nineteenth century features, from the grand enfrance o the sweeping staircase inside. The
Hall has 48 bedrooms, as well as two cosy lounges and an elegant bar, providing guests with a laid-back and
unstuffy retreat with a generous sprinkling of style. The Dales and countryside on the doorstep are a rambler’s
paradise, with easy access to Malham Cove and its deeply indented limestone pavement, Gordale Scar and
Pen y Ghent as well as the pretty villages of Grassington and Kettlewell.

Some places throughout the UK may still require you to wear a mask even if the government
legislation does not. With this in mind we suggest you bring a personal supply of face coverings for the duration
of your stay.

Servicing Bedrooms:

At this stfage we are noft reintroducing our daily room servicing. Exira fea, coffee, milk, towels and toiletries will
be available on request from our team. Bins can be left outside your door for emptying.

Before you leave for your walk your leader will run through a short safety briefing for the day.

Each day, the latest weather forecast will be displayed for all guests to check to ensure appropriate clothing is
worn for the walks.

Please note, if you decide to do your own walks, or you are on a self-guided walking holiday, you must
complete an Independent Walker Card each day. These can be found near the Discovery Point in the house.

By Taxi:

The 82 mile journey from Skipton to Newfield Hall takes approximately 25 minutes and can be made by taxi,
pre-booked with our recommended taxi company, Station Taxis. As a guide price, it cost £14 per 4-seat taxi in
2022. 8-seat taxis are also available at a higher rate. Please pre-book your taxi at least 7 days in advance by
contacting:

By Car:

From the south, follow the Aé5 from Skipton to Gargrave. Leave the Aé5 by Eshton Road, signposted to
Malham and pass Eshton Hall on the right. Newfield Hall is approx. 22 miles further on, on the right and before
the village of Airton. Look out for our sign.

From the north, exit the Mé at junction 36 and take the Aé5 towards Skipton. In Coniston Cold village take a
sharp left info a narrow road between houses, signposted to St Peters Church and Bell Busk and Malham. Pass
under a railway viaduct, then after a mile bear right over a small bridge. After a further mile turn right at the
junction, cross the narrow bridge then shortly after turn left through the gateway onto the drive of Newfield
Hall. Look out for our sign.

There is free parking with the grounds of Newfield Hall.

Travelling From Overseas

There is a local airport at Leeds/Bradford served by some European flights. From here take the airport bus to
Leeds station, then on by frain to Skipton. Allow 12 hours to Skipton - see www.transdevbus.co.uk for bus tfimes
and www.nationalrail.co.uk for train times.

Manchester Airport has a much wider range of long-haul flights. There are direct trains every hour from the
airport to Skipton with one change at Leeds. Allow 22 hours to Skipton. See www.nationalrail.co.uk for train
fimes.

Flying to London Heathrow airport is another option but has a longer onward train journey; allow 42 hours to
reach Skipton. From Heathrow first take the Piccadilly line Underground train to London Kings Cross station.
From here take a train to Skipton (1 change at Leeds) - see www.nationalrail.co.uk for train times. From Skipton
you can complete the journey to Newfield Hall by taxi (see above).

LOCAL AREA

The Yorkshire Dales contains the quintessential landscape of Northern England. Enjoy the surrounding scenery
of green patchwork fields, drystone walls and wild moorland hills.

Newfield Hall sits in rolling open countryside. The nearest village with facilities is Gargrave where there is a pub
and shop. The market fown of Skipton is about seven miles away. Here you'll find a full range of facilities
including supermarkets, shops, banks, chemists, pubs and cafes.

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Malham Cove

Just 10 to 15 minutes' drive from Newfield Hall is the dramatic natural amphitheatre-like rock face of Malham
Cove, just one of the iconic limestone sights of the Yorkshire Dales. If you are not already visiting the cove as
part of your holiday, it's well worth walking there along the Pennine Way from Newfield Hall (the walk takes
around 1.5 hours in either direction).

Skipton

The market town of Skipton - about 20 minutes' drive from Newfield Hall - is a vibrant place to visit. Dominating
the the town is its well-preserved medieval Skipton Castle.

Bronté Parsonage

Visit the parsonage in Haworth, the home of authors Charlotte, Emily and Anne Bronté. Many of their most
famous works were written here, including Jane Eyre, Wuthering Heights and the Tenant of Wildfell Halll.
Haworth is around 45 minutes' drive from Newfield Hall.

Keighley And Worth Valley Railway

This heritage steam railway runs from the centre of Keighley to Oxenhope via the ‘Bronté’ village of Haworth.
The line is still well-known as the setting for the 1970 film ‘the Railway Children’ and boasts an impressive
selection of steam locomotives. Keighley station is around 35 minutes' drive from Newfield Hall.

Settle To Carlisle Railway

Ride England’s most scenic railway through the Yorkshire Dales from Hellifield or Settle station. Heading north
over the iconic Ribblehead Viaduct you could head to the small market town of Appleby, or the border city of
Carlisle.

Fountains Abbey

This impressive World Heritage Site contains the dramatic ruins of Fountains Abbey, the largest monastic ruins in
the country. There is an exhibition of life in the medieval Abbey. Adjacent to the abbey is Studley Royal water
garden — England’s most spectacular Georgian water garden. Both sites are managed by the National Trust.

White Scar Cave

Located near the village of Ingleton, about 40 minutes' drive from Newfield Hall, White Scar is Britain’s longest
show cave. The underground tour reveals spectacular caverns, waterfalls and stalactites.

Brimham Rocks

See the curious formations of Brimham Rocks above the valley of Nidderdale, around an hour's drive from
Newfield Hall.

RHS Harlow Carr Garden

Situated near Harrogate, about 50 minutes' from Newfield Hall, are the Royal Horticultural Society's gardens at
Harlow Carr. The gardens have been planted to suit the challenging growing conditions of the north. Wander
and enjoy the tfranquil surroundings.
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Harrogate

The spa town of Harrogate has fabulous shopping, fine cuisine and glorious gardens. Visit the Turkish Baths &
Health Spa, Royal Pump Room Museum, the English Heritage Grade Il listed Valley Gardens and Betty's
Tearooms.

Lightwater Valley

Setin 175 acres of parkland near Ripon, just over an hour's drive away, Lightwater Valley has big thrill rides
including the ‘Ultimate’, the longest rollercoaster in Europe at 1.5 miles long. The park has over 40 rides and is
fantastic fun for all the family.

York

One of Britain's most attractive historic cities, York is about a 12 hours' drive from Newfield Hall. Attractions
include the York City Walls Trail, York Minster, National Railway Museum, and Yorvik Viking Centre.

“There’s no such thing as bad weather, just the wrong type of clothing!” goes the adage. Come prepared for
all eventualities and you'll walk in comfort as well as safety.

Gloves and a warm hat (it can be chilly at any time of the year)
Rucksack

Water boftle (at least 1 litre capacity)

A small torch (everywhere in winter, year round in mountains)

Recommended

Several layers of clothing, which can be added or removed

Specialist walking socks to avoid blisters.

A first aid kit inc plasters— your leader’s first aid kit doesn’'t contain any medication
Sit mat (insulated pad to sit on when you stop for a break)

You Might Also Want

Walking poles, particularly useful for descents.

Insect repellent

Flask for hot drinks

Rigid lunch box

Gaiters

Blister kit (eg Compeed) just in case

Waterproof rucksack liner

Sun hat and sunscreen (we may just get lucky and have some festive sunshinel)

Denim jeans and waterproof capes are not suitable on any walks.
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Safety On Your Holiday

Walks may be changed for safety reasons and are subject to a maximum and minimum number of guests.

Leaders always consider the safety of the group as a whole, and may need to alter or curtail the walk if the
conditions dictate. Your leader may refuse to accept a guest while clothing, equipment or behaviour is
unsuitable. In the event of a problem all leaders carry a mobile phone, first aid kit, group shelter, spare maps
and a compass.

Please note: If you choose to leave the group your leader is no longer responsible for you.

If you have a particular health condition or disability please put this on your guest registration form. This
information will be confidential to your leaders and the house manager, but leaders do need o take account
of any issues when planning walks. Please carry a copy of these trip notes with you, or note down the contact
phone number for your accommodation (details in the travel section) should you need them in case of
emergency.
